I used this book for a trip to Southern Baja in April of 2017. I looked at a lot of other guide books

before the trip, and this is the most comprehensive and current one that I found. The

recommendations were all solid for Cabo San Lucas specifically. None of the books including this

one had very useful information about snorkling in Cabo Pulmo or things to see and do in Todos

Santos, so I suggest supplementing the book with some internet research before you leave.
